Award Scheme - Guidelines for Venturer Scouts and Examiners

Training in the Venturer Scout section provides an Award Scheme whereby recognition is given for reaching levels of improvement or achievement in a number of Activity Areas.  The Award Scheme is a vital component of the training offered to Venturers, and the following information is provided to assist Venturers and Examiners.

PREDETERMINED OBJECTIVES  with an

APPROVED EXAMINER is the key to

SATISFACTORY AWARD SCHEME STANDARDS
CHOICE of ACTIVITY

Venturers can select projects from within the Award area guidelines prescribed in their Passport and Handbook.

APPROVED EXAMINERS
To assist with the selection of an Examiner, a list of approved Examiners should be maintained by the Zone Venturer Scout Council (ZVSC)

Venturer Scouts are welcome to submit their own prospective Examiner to the ZVSC for approval.

PREDETERMINED OBJECTIVES
The Venturer Scout and Examiner are to agree on the level of understanding and achievement the Venturer Scout is required to attain over an agreed period of time - to set a reasonable challenge for the individual.

The approximate times required for each element of the Award Scheme are stated in the Handbook.

ACTIVITY APPROVAL
Prior to commencing the activity, the Venturer Scout is to submit a Proposal Form (see over) to the Unit Council for their approval. Some activities also require the approval of the Zone Venturer Scout Council (ZVSC).

ACTUAL PROJECT
The Venturer Scout then undertakes to complete the agreed project.

ASSESSMENT
Upon completion, the Venturer Scout and the Examiner should use the agreed Predetermined Objectives to assess the work completed, the effort expended, and the improvement or achievement which the Venturer Scout has attained.  It is possible that some additional work may be required, by agreement between the Venturer Scout and the Examiner. 

On satisfactory completion, the Examiner is to endorse the Passport and the Proposal Form accordingly.

A fixed pass level is not intended.  Rather, some worthwhile improvement in the performance or understanding of the subject.  A key factor may be a difference in understanding and ability for individual Venturer Scouts, which must be taken in to account in the final assessment.
COMPLETION

The Venturer Scout should advise the Unit Council (and ZVSC when appropriate) when the activity is satisfactorily completed.
